On May 18, 2010, the Board of Supervisors approved a Substantial Amendment to the FY 2008/09 CDBG Action Plan for a change in location, from the City of San Pablo to the City of Richmond, of West Contra Costa Business Development Center’s CDBG-R funded project known as the Culinary Center Build-out Project.  However, the City of Richmond site could not house the proposed use for the project.  The West Contra Costa Business Development Center has found a new suitable site for the proposed project in the City of Pinole.  The new site for the proposed project is: 812 San Pablo Avenue, Pinole, CA 94564.  There is no change with the scope of work for the project.
